PLANNING MATTERS
Applications received: 
2024/2746/S73 & 2024/2768/LBC – The Old Packhorse.  Variation of Condition 2 to change the position of the East-West wall to align with the house, to replace curved all with straight, to have name plaques carved in Cadeby Stone and integral to the walls on either side of the gate.  After discussion Cllr Stephenson proposed the PC object to the application as follows "Councillors object to this application pending further information regarding the proposed height of the new stone wall, the height and dimensions of the dwarf planters and the materials to be used.  Together with the neighbours’ comments concerning the ownership of land it appears there is insufficient information to consider the application."  Seconded by Cllr Weston.  Cllrs Stephenson, Weston, Thorne & Robinson voted for the proposal – Cllrs Curtis, Hill & Llewellyn abstained.  Proposal carried.

YTD June 24 against budget. – A spend of £10,052.12 for the quarter was reported, an overspend of £628.12 against the budget.  Cllrs were asked to note a correction to the January Minutes which recorded a budget of £850.00 allocated incorrectly to Allotments. This should have been allocated to Administration. 
Councillor Reports: 
Street Lighting – No problems reported.  Cllr Stephenson requested delegated authority for the Chair & the Clerk to deal with the request from the resident at 101 Hesketh Road to move the lighting column in the middle of the drive.  Whilst Cllrs had approved the moving of the lighting column, advice was awaited from NCALC as to the way forward with regard to invoicing and payment.  Cllr Llewellyn proposed this request be approved.  Seconded by Cllr Weston.  All in favour.
Village Trees – Work was needed on some of the hawthorns at the entrance to the village, and would be discussed in September.
Allotments – One had recently been vacated & Cllr Stephenson would advertise this on Facebook.
Village Hall – A Management Committee of 4 had been formed and had met.  A new booking Clerk was expected to start in August.  
Recreation Centre – No recent meetings to report on.
Playing fields - No problems reported. 
Highways – No problems had been reported.
Mowing – No problems had been reported with the mowing, but the mowing contractor was unable to clear the footpath behind Warren Road as it was overgrown by trees.  Cllr Weston volunteered to remove obstacles along the footpath so that it could be accessed by a mower.

PUBLIC OPEN SESSION
Mr King asked who was responsible for cutting the grass on the small area on the right of the entrance to Orchard Close.  It had not been cleared recently so Cllr Thorne would speak to the mowing contractor.

Mrs Holton mentioned that she had seen advisory 20mph limit signs in neighbouring villages and asked if the PC would consider them for YG.  The Clerk would make enquiries.

Mrs Godden explained that the planning applications for The Old Packhorse were an amendment to previously approved plans – the wall would be straightened and there would be a different arrangement by the gate.

By email Mrs Collier had expressed her concerns regarding the extension to the existing north/south wall and considered it would severely impact the visibility for vehicles exiting the driveway of the neighbouring property.
Mrs Taylor asked how plans for the new play area were progressing.  Cllr Stephenson advised that the paperwork for the new lease between YGRC and the PC was with solicitors and in progress. 
Ward Cllr Pritchard advised no input had been received from National Highways, the ecology report was awaited and the National Environment Agency had appointed independent consultants to report on flooding.  The provision of a regular bus service between Towcester & MK including YG was out to tender.  National Highways were in negotiation re access to the A43 from A5 to complete the Towcester Relief Road.  The responses to the Local Plan consultation were being analysed and a draft plan would be produced for consultation in early 2025.
